Belief Systems Power Point Project

Step one: Each group of three will research and present six topics to the class. Each group member will choose a topic from list ‘A’ and a topic from list ‘B’ to research and present. Fill out chart on the bottom of this sheet to help with your group planning.  

Step two: Begin your research by looking in the books in class for the answers to the questions in the Research Notes. Later there will be time to research the internet for quotes and images for your Power Point presentations. . 

Step three: Use the Power Point Planning Sheets to plan your presentation. Write the text that will appear on the screen and sketch a picture of the image you want to include. On the lines at the bottom, write the words you will say to describe the screen while you are presenting it. Remember to use your own words.

List ‘A’

      1.   The Beginning

· When did the Belief System start?

· Who was the founder?

· Where did the Belief System start?

· OPTIONAL: How did people react to the new teaching? Did they support or oppose the founder?

2. Sacred Texts

· When were they written?

· Who wrote them? Find a quote from the Sacred Text. (first lines, last lines, famous lines….)

· OPTIONAL: In what language was the Sacred Text first written? Is that language still used today?

3. Contributions (choose two)

· What type or style of art is connected to the Belief System? What images or symbols represent the Belief System?

· What type or style of architecture is connected to the Belief System? What are some famous buildings from this Belief System?

· What type or style of literature is connected to the Belief System? Can you find a famous story and summarize it?

List ‘B’

1. Worship, Prayer, Celebrations and Holidays

· How do followers of this Belief System worship, pray or celebrate?

· When do they worship, pray or celebrate? How often? What day?

· Is there a special place for these events?

2.   Personal Questions

· What does this Belief System teach about how a person should behave? (What should a person do or not do?) How can one be a good person?

· What does the Belief System teach about what happens after death? 

· What is the purpose of life? Why do people exist?

· OPTIONAL: Can a person know or understand the higher power?

3. The ‘Big’ Questions

· What does the Belief System teach about a higher power? Does the higher power control everything or do some things ‘just happen’?

· What does the Belief System teach about the beginning of the universe. Was it created or did it always exist?

· What does the Belief System teach about the end of the world? Will it go on forever?

· What does the Belief System teach about why bad things happen?

· OPTIONAL: What does the Belief System teach about roles of males and females. Are they the same or different? Is one better or more important?
